THE HARYANA STATE COUNCIL FOR SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY MEMORANDUM OF ASSOCIATION

1. The name of the society is the Haryana State Council for Science & Technology.  

2. The objectives of the Society are:-

2.1 to make most effective use of the existing scientific and technological institutional infrastructure in the State and to identify areas in which available or developing scientific and technical knowledge can be promoted and utilized for the achievement of Socio-economic developmental objectives including the objectives of tackling the problems of backwardness, unemployment and poverty particularly in the rural areas and faced by the under privileged secations of the society.

2.2 to prepare Science and Technology plans relevant to the developmental needs of the State; and to establish effective communication and other links between and to facilitate greater coordination in the activities of, Centres of Scientific and Technological Research, including Universities, Engineering Colleges, Polytechnics, State Undertakings, industries and local artisans in order to promote the generation and application of Science and Technology.

2.3 To identify, generate, utilize and promote new technologies relevant to the development needs of the State in the light of Socio-economic developmental objectives

2.4 To advise the State Government in the formulation of policies and measures necessary to promote science and technology; and to initiate, support, promote and coordinate such research design and development projects as are likely to be relevant to the specific problems and technological requirements of the State in keeping with its perspective of Socio-Economic development and its particular resource and skill endowments.

2.5 To assist in the preparation and implementation of Science & Technology Plans for the State.

2.6 To promote the popularization of science and the spread of a scientific temper and attitude among the people of the State;

2.7 To consider, and advise Government on such other matters as are relevant to the application of Science and Technology to the problems of Haryana State and to oversee the application of Science & Technology by the State and its undertakings.

2.8   To promote and establish pilot-plants and programmes including demonstration units based on technology generated through indigenous S&T users/ entrepreneurs, and to establish units for commercial exploitation of science and technology for priority developmental needs of the State.

2.9    To advise the State Government on policies and measures relating to the development  and deployment of S&T manpower resources;

2.10 To interact with others State and National S&T bodies having similar or related objectives;

2.11 To identify priority areas of S&T needed for long term development of the State

2.12 If considered essential, to establish or assist in the establishment of, the infrastructure, institutions, organizations etc. necessary to achieve the aforesaid objective.

2.13 To take any other steps which are relevant to the promotion of Science and Technology and its application to the developmental needs of the State.

3. The administration and management of the affairs and finances of the State Council shall be conducted by its Executive Committee constituted under rule 8 of the Rules.  The Executive Committee shall consist of the followings:-

THE HARYANA STATE COUNCIL FOR SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY

RULES AND REGULATION OF THE SOCIETY

1. Short title:  These rules may be called the Rules of the Haryana State Council for Science & Technology (here-in-after called the State Council).

2. Definitions: In these rules unless the context otherwise requires:

2.1 Chairman means the Chairman of the State Council under rule 6.

2.2 ‘Member Secretary’ means the Member Secretary of the State Council under Rule 7.

2.3 ‘Executive Committee’ means the Committee constituted under Rule 8.

2.4 ‘Chairman (EC)’ means the Chairman of the Executive Committee under Rule 8.

2.5 ‘Secretary’ means the Secretary of the Executive Committee under Rule 9.

2.6 ‘Bye-laws’ means the bye-laws framed under Rule 12.

3.2 All members of the State Council other than ex-officio member shall have tenure of membership for a period of two years.

3.3 Where any persons is a members of the State Council by reason of the office or appointment he holds, his membership of the State Council shall terminate when he ceases to hold that office or appointment, and in his vacancy, his successor in office or appointment shall automatically be 

3.4 Cessation of Membership: Any vacancy occurring due to death or resignation addressed to the Chairman, among persons nominate under sub rule 3.1 above shall be filled up in accordance with the provisions of these Rules.

3.5 Not-with-standing anything contained in sub rule 3.1 above the the composition of the first State Council shall be as given in the Annexure to these Rules.

3.6 Register of Members: The State Council shall maintain a Register of members giving their names, occupations and addresses, if a member of the State Council changes his address, he shall notify his new address to the Secretary who shall there upon enter his new address in the Roll of Members.  But if he fails to notify his new address, the address given in the Roll of Members shall be deemed to be his address.

4. The State Council, its Executive Committee and such other Committees and Sub committees as the State Council may constitute shall function not-with-standing that any person, who is entitled to be a member by reason of his office is not a member of the State Council (or its Committees or Sub Committees) for the time being and not-with-standing any other vacancy, whether by non-appointment or otherwise; and no act or proceeding of the State Council (for its Committees or Sub Committees) shall be invalid or be called in question merely by reason of the happening of any of the above events or of any defect in the appointment or any irregularities in the nomination of any of its members.

5. Authorities of the State Council: The following shall be authorities of the State Council:-

5.1 Chairman

5.2 Member Secretary

5.3 The Executive Committee

5.4 Chairman, Executive Committee

5.5 Secretary

6. Chairman: The Chairman of the State Council shall be the Chief Minister of Haryana State.

7. Member Secretary: Director, Department of Science & technology shall be the member-secretary to the State Council for Science & technology.

Executive Committee: The Administration and Management of the affairs and finances of consisting of 11 members as indicated below:-

8.1-1 Secretary to Government Haryana, Department of Science & technology

8.1-2 Secretary to Government Haryana, Department of Rural Development & Panchayats

8.1-3 Secretary to Government Haryana, Department of Industries

8.1-4 Secretary to Government Haryana, Department of Finance

8.1-5 Chairman, Haryana State Electricity Board

8.1-6 Representative of Commission for Additional Sources of Energy

8.1-7 Representative of Department of Science & Technology, Govt. of India. 

8.1-8 Three members to be nominated by the Govt. of Haryana from amongst scientists and technologists of three universities of the State.

8.1-9 Director Department of Science & technology, Haryana

8.4 Membership of Executive Committee(EC): All members of the Executive Committee other than Ex-officio members shall hold office for a period of three years from the date of their nomination.

8.5 Casual vacancies in the Executive Committee other than of ex-officio member shall be filled by amongst the members of the State Council and such member or members shall hold office for the unexpired period of the original term of the Executive Committee.

Explanation: Casual vacancy means a vacancy caused by resignation or death of a member

8.6 Notwithstanding anything contained in rule 8.4 above, the Executive Committee constituted under sub rule 8.3 above shall remain in office for a period of  3 years from the date of registration of society.

9. The Director of the Department of Science & Technology, Government of Haryana shall be the ex-officio member secretary of the State Council. 

10. The State Council shall take such action as it may consider to be necessary to further the objectives set out in the Memorandum of Association.  It shall meet as often as necessary but atleast twice in a year.  One of the meetings will be the Annual General Meeting.

11. Powers of the Executive Committee: Apart from the General powers vested in the Executive Committee hand such other powers that may be delegated by the State Council over the management of the affairs and finance of the State Council the Executive Committee shall have the following powers:-

11.1 To constitute Committee and Working Groups to study specific problems or to formulate plans for action

11.2 To consider the Annual Report of the Secretary on the working of the State Council and to submit the same to the Annual General Meeting of the State Council

11.3 To consider the audited accounts and the annual budget estimates of the State Council presented by the Secretary and to report the same to the Annual General Meeting of the State Council.

11.4 To authorize and sanction expenditure of the funds of the State Council, in accordance with the by-laws to be framed in this regard by it.

11.5 To create and maintain administrative and other full time or part time posts in the State Council, fix the amount of their remuneration define their duties and conditions of service, and to make appointments to these posts.

11.6 To enter in the such arrangements with the Government of India, State Govt. and other public or private organizations or individuals as in its opinion further the objectives of the State Council and the implementation of its programmes and to secure and accept endowments grants-in-aid donations or gifts on mutually agreed terms and conditions: provided that the conditions of such grants-in-aid, donations or gifts shall not be inconsistent or in conflict with the objects of the State Council or with the provisions of these Rules.

11.7 To acquire by gift, purchase, lease or otherwise any property moveable or immovable which may be considered necessary or convenient for the purpose and programmes of the State Council and to construct alter and maintain any building or buildings belonging to the State Council for the purposes and programmes of the State Council.

11.8 To sell, transfer, lease or otherwise dispose of any movable or immovable property of the State Council.

11.9 To borrow or raise money from the Government of India, State Govt. Commercial Banks and other public or private organisations for the implementation of the programmes of the State Council in furtherance of its objectives.

11.10 To invest the funds of the State Council in such securities or in such manner as may from time to time, be determined.

11.11 To do such other things as are necessary for the conduct of the affairs of the State Council in furtherance of its objectives and in accordance with these Rules.

12 The Executive Committee shall have the power to make bye-laws not inconsistent with these Rules and the Memorandum of Association for the conduct of the administrative, financial and other affairs of State Council in furtherance of its objectives and also to amend these as and when considered necessary.

13 The Executive Committee shall have powers to invite individuals for experts to participate in the discussions at the meetings of the Executive Committee or the State Council.

14 The Secretary shall be the Principal executive officer of the State Council.  He shall have powers to open an account in the name of State Council in a Bank approved by the Executive Committee and operate on the same in accordance with the decisions of the Executive Committee either himself or through an officer authorized by him with the approval of the Executive Committee and in accordance with such bye-laws as may be laid down.

15 General Meeting:

15.1 The Annual General Meeting of the State Council shall be held once every year at such time, date and place as the Chairman may decide.  At this meeting, called the Annual General Meeting, the report of the management of the State Council for the previous financial year together with an audited copy of the balance sheet, income and expenditure account and the auditor’s report and other matter that may be placed before it by the Executive Committee shall be submitted for approval.

15.2 The first Annual General Meeting shall be held by the State council within 18 months of its registration.  The next Annual General Meeting of the State council shall be held within 9 months after the expiry of the calendar year in which the first Annual General Meeting it held; and thereafter the Annual General Meeting shall be held within 9 months after the expiry of each calendar year.

15.3  Special General Meeting: A special general meeting may be convened at any time on the requisition of the President or on the requisition of one-forth of the total number of members of the State Council who shall state in writing to the Member Secretary the business for which the meeting is to be convened and the Member Secretary shall, within 10 days from the date of the requisition and in consultation with the Executive Committee, proceed duly to call a meeting for the consideration of the business stated on a day not later than 40days from the date of receipt of the requisition.

15.4 All meeting of the State Council shall be called by notices under the signatures of the Member-Secretary or any other officer authorized in this.

15.5 Every notice calling a meeting of the State Council shall state the date, time and place at which meetings shall be held and shall be delivered by hand or sent by registered post to every member at the address mentioned in the register of members not less than 21 clear days before the date appointed for Annual General Meeting and 15 days before the date appointed for a Special General Meeting. 

15.6 If a member has no registered address in India, and has not supplied to the State Council an address within India for the giving of notice to him a notice advertised in a newspaper in English and Hindi shall be deemed to be duly given to him on the day on which the advertisement appears in the newspaper.

15.7 The Chairman shall preside over all ordinary or special General Meetings.  In the absence of the Chairman, one of the members present, elected for the purpose by the members present, shall preside.

15.8 One forth of the numbers of members shall form the quorum, if there is no quorum at a meeting, the meeting shall be adjourned for half an hour; and it will then be held even if no quorum is present. 

15.9 The procedure to be followed at the meetings shall be laid down in the bye-laws framed by the Executive Committee.

16 Once in every year on or before the 14th day after the Annual General Meeting of the State Council, a list of documents as required under section 4 of the societies Registration Act, 1860 shall be filed with the registrar of the Society.

17 Account of Audit: The auditors for auditing the annual accounts of the State Council shall be appointed in the Annual General Meeting on such terms and conditions as may be approved by the State Council.
18 Dissolution of the State Council: On the dissolution of the State Council if there shall remain, after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, the same shall not be paid or distributed among its members but shall be transferred as required under section 13 of the Societies Registration Act, 1860 to some other similar State Council or to the State Government for the promotion of similar objects.
19 Alternation of Memorandum of Association and Rules and Regulations;

19.1 Alternation of Rules & regulations: Whenever it shall appear to the Executive Committee of the State Council that it is advisable to alter, extend or abridge the Memorandum of Association extend or abridge the Memorandum of Association or for such purposes as are mentioned in the memorandum of association or for other purposes as specified in Section 12 of the Societies Registration Act 1860, the Executive Committee may submit the proposition to the members of the Sate Council in a written or printed report, and may convene a special general meeting for the consideration thereof according to the rules and regulations.  No such proposition shall be deemed to have been approved unless such report have been delivered by hand or sent by registered post to every member of the State council.  Twenty one days previous to the date of the special general meeting convened at the instance of the executive committee for the consideration thereof and unless such proposition shall have been agreed by the votes cast in favour of the proposition by members entitled to do so, and such votes are not less then three times the number of, votes if any, caste, against the resolution by member so entitled and voting and confirm by a similar majority of votes at a second special general meeting convened at the instance of the Executive committee after an interval of 30 days after the former meeting.

19.2 Whenever it shall appear expedient to the executive committee of the State council to amend the name and rules and regulations of the State council, the executive committee may submit the proposal to a special general meeting convened for the purpose, of which notice shall have been delivered by hand or sent by registered post to every member of the State Council 21 days previous to the date of the special general meeting.  The resolution proposing the amendment shall be passed by the votes cast in favour of the resolution by members who are entitled to do so providing such votes are not less than three times the numbers so entitled and voting. 

20. Meeting of the Executive Committee

20.1 The Executive Committee shall meet not less than 3 times during every calendar year at such times, date and place as the Chairman of the Executive Committee may decide.  The interval between any two consecutive meetings, shall, however, not be more than 6 months.

20.2 The meetings shall be called by notice under the signatures of the Secretary, or any other officers authorized in this behalf by the Secretary, who shall cause the notice to be delivered to each member of the Executive Committee at the address mentioned in the Registrar of members, not less than 8 days before the date, fixed for the meeting provided that the Chairman may call a meeting of Executive Committee at such shorter notice as may be expedient.
20.3 Not less than half the member of the Executive Committee shall form the quorum.  The requirements of quorum shall not, however, apply to meetings adjourned for want of quorum.
20.4 The procedure to be followed at the meetings may be laid down in the bye-laws framed by the Executive Committee.
21. The Executive Committee may dispose of urgent matters by circulation of papers, if so desired by the Chairman/EC.  All resolutions and decisions thus made shall be reported at the next-meeting of the Executive Committee.
