SCHEME FOR
DISSEMINATION OF INNOVATIVE TECHNOLOGY
Under the schemes, innovative technologies are to be disseminated by educational / research institutions of our state through training / workshop / awareness programme for the benefit of target groups such as farmers, fishermen & women, self help group members and others.

1.0 Eligible Institutions 

(i) All Research & Development Institutions in the Haryana State approved by Government of India Department / Agency / University / Deemed University will be eligible for the assistance.

(ii) UGC/AICTE approved Colleges, including autonomous as well as those affiliated to Universities.

(iii) Any other professional institution approved by Government of Haryana.

2.0 Quantum of Assistance 
A sum of Rs. 50,000/- may be provided for one programme with beneficiaries of about 20 to 50. A total of four programmes will be supported in year 2010-11.

Preference will be given to the Government and Grant-in-aid institutions.

3.0
Guidelines for Financial Assistance
Haryana State Council for Science and Technology (HSCST) shall provide financial assistance for the programmes intended to dessiminate the innovative technologies by educational / research institutions of Haryana State through training / workshop / awareness to beneficiaries like farmers, fishermen & women, self help group members and others.

1. Scientists from Universities, their affiliated research Institutions/Departments shall be eligible to apply for carrying out training / workshop / awareness programme as  a  co-ordinator.

2. Financial assistance will be given on the basis of actual requirement of programme and its beneficiaries on recommendation of Scheme In-charge and availability of fund.

The Co-ordinator should have at least 5 years teaching/Research Experience.

The Principal investigator/University/Institute should inform the council of their consent to implement the programme as approved, by way of Acceptance letter.

3)
Funds will be released in the name of respective DDO of the institution.

4)
The Principal of the Institution assumes financial and other administrative responsibilities of the programme.

5)
If the University/Institution is unable to conduct the programme within three months of the receipt of the grant-in-aid, the approval shall ipso facto lapse.

6)
Any expenditure incurred prior to the issuance of the approval letter and after the expiry of tenure of the programme is not allowed for any adjustment in the grant-in-aid.

The Co-ordinator shall have to submit Report to HSCST.

8)
The Co-ordinator must take steps to ensure that the audited Utilization Certificate and statement of accounts for the grant-in-aid are submitted by the Institute/University department.
